	All Google Search functions do save my time in searching materials for my daily lesson planning and works. It sorted and only shown materials/ topics that I’m searching for in Google. It is easy to remember the functions as the words itself reflect its purpose.
First time using Zoho Writter, I’ve spent more than 5 hours just for story writing and added animation pictures. Zoho Writer runs very slow. I’m not familiar with most of the functions and button in Zoho Writer. I spend almost 10 to 20 minutes just to get a picture in the right position in the story.
Second time using Zoho Writter with subsequent 3 days, I manage to type more storylines faster and do good the appearance of the content using more animated pictures, link to a song and well as the colour of the background.

Summary

1. Recommendations

For teachers’ training courses I would recommend all the activities that we’ve been carried out in our CALL classes. One of the most important lessons is on the Webquest. Having own webpage and make contribution in Education industry or publish your written work are part of the SKT criteria to get a higher evaluation rate by our headmaster/ headmistress. It is very important for ‘General teacher’ who is in SJKC school to stand out among others.
Secondly, lesson on all the Google Apps should be carried out. Particularly on Google Form, it allows us to analyze the responses online using Google Spreadsheet. Nowadays, schools are very conscious on paper usage, therefore going paperless is an innovative and cost effective idea which should wide spread to schools. We may go for paperless exam if the number of computers in our computer lab could cater for it.

I would recommend making the instruction for critical review activities to specify it is individual work, so that students would not get confused and presume it is pair work since the presentation is a pair work.

2. Suggestions

‘
Always ask for clarification’ is the rule. Communicate always among your course mate so that you’ll not miss out any.

Always get ready steps by steps notes of every application from CALL group before the lesson as it involve hands-on training. You may not able to take down all the important notes on the same time.
